How much can Apprentices earn? 
The apprentice’s income will be based on 
a percentage of a 
Journeyman’s wage*.


From day 1, you will earn 
65% of a Journeyman’s 
wage (typically around $15/
hour but is dependent on the 
employer).  As long as the 
Apprentice is attending 
classes and showing a 
desire to work hard and learn, 
increases will occur as shown in the chart 
below.

What is the Apprenticeship 
Training Program? 
Our Masonry Apprenticeship allows 
Apprentices to learn from seasoned 
masons with on-the-job training during the 
day, while 
taking 2-hour 
courses one 
night per week 
for five 18-week 
semesters.  
Courses include 
textbook work 
as well as hands-on training.  Each 
Apprentice will be required to complete 
Performance Tasks throughout the 
program to determine acquired skills.  

Completion of 
the program is 
based on the 
Apprentices’ 
ability to 
properly 
execute these 
competencies.  
Upon 

completion of the Apprenticeship, 
graduates become Journeyman 
Bricklayers and will receive 
certification from the Virginia 
Department of Labor and 
Industry as well as 
from VMA.
